6. Typed entries should be double-spaced using a regular font, one side of the paper only.  Pages should be numbered and the title of the story appear on each page.

7. Winners of the children's and young adult category will be announced at the festival on Saturday 27 March. The winner of the adult category will be announced at the festival on Sunday 28 March.

8. A list of winners will be posted in the library and on the festival website.

9. Prizes will be awarded in all age categories.  All winners will receive a certificate and there may be some highly commended stories that will also receive a certificate.

10.   Unfortunately entries cannot be returned unless a SAE is enclosed.
